WARNING — To reduce the risk of injury, do not permit children to use this product unless they are
closely supervised at all times.

WARNING — Risk of Electric Shock. Connect only to a branch circuit protected by a ground fault circuit-
interrupter (GFCI). Contact a qualified electrician if you cannot verify that the circuit is protected by a
GFIC. The unit must be connected only to a supply circuit that is protected by a ground fault circuit
interrupter (GFCI). Such a GFIC should be provided by the installer and should be tested on a routine
basis. To test the GFCI push the test button. The GFIC should interrupt power. Push the reset button.
power should be restored. If the GFIC fails to operate in this manner, the GFIC is defective. If the GFIC
interrupts power to the pump without the test button being pushed, a ground current is flowing, indicating
the possibility of an electric shock. Do not use this pump. Disconnect the pump and have the problem
corrected by a qualified service representative before using.

CAUTION - This Pump is for use with permanently installed pools and may also be used with hot tubs
and spas if so marked. Do not use with storable pools. A permanently installed pool is constructed in or
on the ground or in a building such that it cannot be readily disassembled for storage. A storage pool is
constructed so that it is capable of being readily disassembled for storage and reassembled to its original
integrity .

ATFSWF Series Operating Instructions

TO OPERATE UNIT

START UP

Securely lock Posi-Lok™ ring in place by rotating the ring CLOCKWISE until it “clicks” past the
safety latch. Stop turning as soon as the ring clicks past the latch on the filter.

2. Fill strainer basket on pump with water.

3. Open air release valve on top of filter.

4. Open suction and return valves.

5. Start recirculation pump.

6. When a steady stream of water comes from the valve on top of the filter, close the valve.
e The ring will tighten up as pressure builds.
e If leaking occurs from the ring stop pump.
e Remove ring and make sure the top of the filter is seated completely on the housing.
e Rotate the ring and lock in place.
e Restart pump.

7. After the filter is operating record the pressure in the manual for future use.

CLEANING

Cleaning should be done when the recorded pressure rises more than 10 psi above the startup

pressure.

1. Stop pump.

2. Close isolation valves to prevent flooding (suction and return).

3. Open air release valve on top of filter to release all pressure from inside of tank.

4. Remove drain plug from rear of tank to drain all of the water.

5. Remove the Posi-Lok™ from the tank by pushing down on the safety latch and rotate the ring
COUNTERCLOCKWISE.

6. Remove the top housing and lift out the filter module.

7. With a hose equipped with a soft flow nozzle, wash out as much dirt as possible from the filter
module. Do not scrub filter module with any brushes.

8. Reinstall the module into the filter housing.

9. Follow the steps in the Startup section to restart the unit.

Replace filter module annually or as needed.



Fiberglass Maintenance

Fiberglass should be maintained on a regular basis. If the fiberglass is kept dry and away from the
elements, then exposure is minimal and the fiberglass can be maintained about every 6 months or so
with great results. However, if the fiberglass is kept out in the elements under constant exposure, then
regular maintenance should be done every 3 months without fail. Without regular care and
maintenance, fiberglass will begin to show signs of oxidizing in 4 to 12 months. Waxes cover the
surface and provide a barrier between the elements and the gel coat surface. Choose a wax
suitable for fiberglass, usually any regular paste car wax with UV Protectant. Regardless of the product
you select, be sure to follow the application instructions to ensure that you get the best results and all
the benefits that the product has to offer.
